2007 – 2008 All-Star Teams

All-Star TeamsAll-Star Teams
The Greater Charleston Bowling Association annually selects five All-Star Teams from its members, two 

teams from all of its members, two teams from its senior members, and one team from bowlers who are at least 
55 years old, but do not qualify for the other teams.  Eligibility requirements include bowling a minimum number 
of games in more than one league or bowling establishment and varying participation levels in the GCBA City or 
Senior Tournaments from the current season.  To be eligible for the Regular or 55+ Teams, a bowler must have a 
minimum of 78 games in sanctioned league bowling in two different establishments and All Events participation 
from the City Tournament.  Senior Team eligibility requires 70 games in two senior leagues in different houses 
or three senior leagues in the same bowling establishment, together with participation in the City Tournament or 
All Events Participation in the Senior Tournament.  The composite average for each bowler who meets the 
above criteria is calculated and used to name the All-Star Teams.  The captains of the two Regular and Senior 
Teams are the bowlers in the first and fifth positions on the list, with the top 55+ bowler named captain of that 
team.  The top bowler in each All-Star Category earns an additional award.
